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Rules & Regulations

1. LAWS OF THE GAME
The competition shall be conducted in accordance with the existing laws of the games as approved by the Federation Internationale De Tir A L'arc (FITA) and adopted by the Archery Association of Singapore (AAS).

2. PLAYER ELIGIBILITY

All players and team managers participating in this competition must be matriculated students or staff of their respective universities. Students are reminded to bring along matriculation cards or any other form of identification which certify their eligibility. Failure to do so would disqualify the player.  
3.
REPRESENTATION

(a) Each university may register a maximum of 4 men and 4 women Recurve archers. 
(b) Only 3 players can be represented throughout the matches. These 3 players will form the team for the team elimination rounds.
(c) No replacements or inclusions of players are allowed during the competition period after the first arrow has been shot. This includes players who are injured before or during the course of the competition. Universities are to advise to make full use of the maximum representation to avoid any complications.

(d) Teams must be represented by a team manager or official from the Institution during the course of a match.

(e) For any team found to have field ineligible player(s) during the tournament, all matches completed by the said team shall be disqualified and not taken into account in the overall placing. Said team will disqualified from the tournament.

4.
COMPETITION RULES

This event will only be open to Recurve category. All rules will be in accordance with the rules and regulations of FITA on Recurve category. The competition will be of indoor format.
Dress code:
(a) Dress code for all archers, including official, must be standardised team T-shirt and covered shoes. Shorts or pants need not be standardised.
(b) All tops must cover the midriff when at full draw.
(c) Shorts or skirts must not be shorter than the athlete’s fingertips when the arms and fingers are extended at the athlete’s side, nor longer than the top of the athlete’s kneecap.
(d) No denim jeans or oversize, baggy or cargo type pants or shorts to be worn on the field of play (FOP).
Equipment:
(a) Equipment check will be done during the specified timings as detailed in the schedule. Any archer not present for equipment check will not be defended by the judges when appeal against during medal deciding scenarios.
(b) Archers are responsible for the use of legal equipments.
(c) All arrows must be marked with archer’s name or initials, must be of same brand and type of arrows, style of fletching and pattern of fletching colours
(d) The maximum diameter of arrow shafts will not exceed 9.3mm; the heads (points) for these arrows may have a maximum diameter of 9.4mm. 
In case of controversy over any subject, all FITA rules and regulations apply.
5. 
TOURNAMENT SYSTEM

Individual Qualifying: 
2 rounds of 10 ends of 3 arrows at 18m, 40cm vertical triple face.
Individual Elimination: 
4 ends of 3 arrows at 18m, 40cm vertical triple face.

Team Elimination: 
4 ends of 6 arrows at 18m, Two 40cm vertical triple face.
Team placement will be according to the total scores of the team’s individual archers. All shooting must finish before the time limit of 2 minutes per end for all rounds. All archers and teams will enter the elimination round and seeded accordingly to number of entries.
Team Elimination Rules:

(a) Each team member will shoot his two arrows in any order, each arrow at a different target face.
(b) Two 40cm vertical triple face targets will be used for team elimination.
There will be no alternate shooting throughout the competition.
6.
APPEALS
All appeals are to be made in written form with the host institution officer-in-charge within 15 minutes after the match concerned. Late appeals will not be entertained. Decision of appeals will be notified to appealing party after an agreement by Jury of Appeal.
Jury of Appeal will be formed by the team manager of all participating Universities excluding the appealing university and the university being appealed against. Should the number of team managers be even, the Chief Judge will be part of the Jury of Appeal.

Should there be less than four universities participating, the judge’s decision will be final.
