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Biathlon
Rules & Regulations

1. LAWS OF THE GAME


The competition shall be conducted in accordance with the existing laws of the game as approved by the International Triathlon Union (ITU) and the Triathlon Association of Singapore.
2. PLAYER ELIGIBILITY
All players and team managers participating in this competition must be matriculated students or staff of their respective universities. Students are reminded to bring along matriculation cards or any other form of identification which certify their eligibility. Failure to do so would disqualify the player.  
3. REPRESENTATION


Each university may be represented by a maximum of 9 Men and 9 Women. Each university may submit a maximum of 2 Men’s teams and 2 Women’s teams. A team may consist of 3-5 participants. If a university does not have the minimum of 3 participants required to form a team, these participants may still compete in the individual category.
4. COMPETITION RULES

(a) The competition shall comprise a 800m Swim and a 5km Run.
(b) All participants compete as individuals for the men’s or women’s section and also as part of a team should the team consist of at least 3 participants.
(c) The total time for the first 3 male participants in each team and first 3 female participants in each team shall score towards their respective team results. The team with the lowest total time scored will be declared the winning team and the remaining positions shall be similarly judged.

(d) Should there be a tie in a total time scored by two or more teams, the team with the best placed 4th participant shall be awarded the higher placing.
(e) Prizes will be given out to the top 3 teams in the men’s and women’s categories as well as the top 3 individuals in the men’s and women’s categories.

5. INCLEMENT WEATHER
In the event of inclement weather, the organising committee reserves the right to delay the commencement of the race.
Should the foul weather persist after the delay, the organising committee reserves the right to postpone the event.
