Netball
Rules & Regulations

1. LAWS OF THE GAME
The rules of the game shall be conducted in accordance with the existing laws of the game as approved by the International Netball Federation Rules and adopted by Netball Singapore.
2. PLAYER ELIGIBILITY
All players and team managers participating in this competition must be matriculated students or staff of their respective universities. Students are reminded to bring along matriculation cards or any other form of identification which certify their eligibility. Failure to do so would disqualify the player.
3. REPRESENTATION

(a) Each team may be represented by a maximum of 12 players. 

(b) Teams must be represented by a team manager or official from the university concerned during the course of a match.

4. FORMAT OF PLAY

(a) Each match shall be played over 4 quarters of 15 minutes each with 3 minutes interval between each quarter. A half-time interval of 5 minutes appears at the end of the second quarter.

(b) Three points shall be awarded to the winner of a match, one point for a draw and no points to the loser in the preliminary rounds. 

(c) At the completion of the round league system, points will be tabulated to determine the ranking of the teams.
(d) Should there be a tie in scores between two teams, the winner of the match between the two teams concerned shall be awarded the higher placing. If more than two teams have equal league points, the positions shall be established by the following sequence:

goal for divide by goal against multiply by 100% of all matches

5. SUBSTITUTION

Each team is allowed unlimited substitutions during the following circumstances:

i)
At an interval;
ii) Injury stoppage or illness. No coaching is allowed during stoppages and only team official 
or manager is allowed to attend to players. The first stoppage for each team in each quarter or half shall be up to 2 minutes from when time is held. For each subsequent stoppage for each team, the injured or ill player must leave the Court within 30 seconds. The injured or ill player may be substituted or position left vacant. 
(The injured or ill player for whom play stopped must be involved in that team’s substitutions and /or team changes.)

6. VENUE

All games shall be played in NUS, Sports & Recreation Centre.
7. FIRST AID AND MEDICAL COVERAGE

All teams shall be responsible for their own first aid and medical issues.
