Squash
Rules & Regulations

1. LAWS OF THE GAME

The competition shall be conducted in accordance with the existing laws of the game as approved by the International Squash Rackets Federation and adopted by the Singapore Squash Rackets Association (SSRA).

2. PLAYER ELIGIBILITY
All players and team managers participating in this competition must be matriculated students or staff of their respective universities. Students are reminded to bring along matriculation cards or any other form of identification which certify their eligibility. Failure to do so would disqualify the player.  
3. REPRESENTATION

Each team (Men or Women) may be represented by a maximum of 7 players for team event.
4. COMPETITION RULES
(a) Each tie shall consist of the best of 5 matches, by 5 different players.  Each player is only allowed to play in one match.

(b) The team manager/captains of both teams shall submit the list of their 5 players in the order of play 15 minutes before the commencement of each tie.  Once the list is submitted, substitutions or alterations shall not be permitted.

(c) The order of play will start from 1st player on the lineup to the 5th player.

(d) In the event of a default occurring in any match which has commenced, the team not defaulting, shall be awarded all uncompleted rubbers, games and points.

(e) If a team wishes to forfeit a rubber, the remaining players shall still play accordingly to their order. Eg. No.2 with no.2 and so on. The slot that is forfeited shall be a walkover to the other team

(f) Each match shall be played best of 3 sets American 11 pts. 
(g) 2 league pts shall be awarded to the winner of each day’s match and no point to the loser. Only in the event that the league points are tied, do we count the number of ties won. 

(h) The team with the highest league points shall be declared the champion team.

(i) Should there be a tie in league points between 2 teams, there should be a tabulation of the number of ties won per team. The team with the higher score will be awarded the higher placing.
