TRIENNIAL INTERVARSITY GAMES 
24th TIG hosted by National University of Singapore

General Rules & Regulations
1. TITLE
The name of the games shall be the 24th Triennial Intervarsity Games, hereafter referred as the 24th TIG.

2. OBJECTIVES
· Allow athletes the opportunity to pit their skills against their overseas counterparts; 

· Promote friendship, teamwork and sportsmanship among the athletes;

· Expose the athletes to other cultures;

· Strengthen ties between participating universities.

3. DATES
The 24th TIG will be held in Singapore from 6th July – 12th July 2009.

4. PLACES 

The venues for the various sports will be based at the National University of Singapore or local sports venues, and all sports courts/fields will be in accordance with the requirements of the controlling bodies of the respective sports.

5. ELIGIBILITY

All undergraduates and postgraduates registered for full time courses of the respective universities in the same Calendar Year as the Games shall be eligible to participate in the TIG.

6. GAMES

The sports played will be as followed:

i. Archery
ii. Athletics 

iii. Badminton 

iv. Basketball 

v. Biathlon 

vi. Hockey 
vii. Netball 

viii. Soccer 

ix. Squash 

x. Swimming 

xi. Table-Tennis 

xii. Tennis 

xiii. Volleyball 

Each game must be played by at least 3 universities and each category at least 3 participants.

7. ENTRIES

Deadlines for Entry

a. Each university should declare its intention to participate in the 24th TIG by 
15th April 2009.
b. Nominated entries, specifying the list of competitors and officials for each sport together with personal details and photographs as requested 2 month before the start of the event, 6th May 2009.

Entry forms forwarded by the host university must be returned by the dates indicated above.

The final list of competitors shall be countersigned by the head of delegation and the authority of the institution involved.

Entry forms arriving after the deadlines indicated may not be taken into consideration by the Organising Committee.

8. REGISTRATION

Each participating athlete or official is required to pay a registration fee of SGD$250.00 for the 24th TIG.

9. COMPETITION RULES

All sports shall be played on a single round league system. The competition rules for each sport will be so specified.

10. SCORING SYSTEM

League ranking will be determined by the number of gold medals, then number of silver medals, and lastly bronze medals.

The university at the top of the league will be declared as the Overall Champion of the 24th TIG.

In case of a tie for any position, the contingents shall be declared joint position holders.
If a team concedes a walkover or withdraws from any one match in any sports, no league points will be awarded to that team for the game involved, and all other matches that this team has with other team will be deemed null and void.

11. APPEALS

An appeal by any team / teams should be forwarded in writing within three hours of the end of the game to the Hon. Secretary of the Board of Appeal together with a deposit of SGD$50.00 which will be forfeited if the appeal is not upheld; otherwise it will be refunded. Appeals that will decide the events of the game must be submitted at end of the game as described in the rules and regulations of respective sports.

Appeals can only be made by the captain of the team participating in the match or the leader of the contingent. The Board of Appeal will be announced before the commencement of the Games.

12. POSTPONEMENT

No postponement will be allowed unless decided upon by the Organising Committee.

13. SUSPENSION

Any player sent off permanently by the referee/umpire in any match shall automatically become suspended until an inquiry has been concluded by the Disciplinary Board, which shall meet within 24 hours of the suspension.

In the event of the Disciplinary Board not meeting within the prescribed time, the alleged suspension shall lapse. The Disciplinary Board will be announced before the commencement of the Games.

14. LODGING AND TRANSPORTATION

The Organising Committee will provide lodging and transportation for all officials and players for the duration of the Games for all events stipulated in events.
The Organising Committee will provide all equipment necessary for the smooth running of the competitions. Athletes are required to bring their own equipment (i.e rackets, shoes, and etc) except for Field equipment (i.e Javelin and etc).

15. PRIZES 

Prizes will be awarded to the top three positions for both teams and individual, if applicable, of each sport.
16. Challenge Trophies 

Challenge trophies for the overall championships will be awarded to the champion contingents. 

The winners must forward these perpetual trophies to the next host of the TIG before the official commencement of the Games.

17. INDEMNITY

The Organising Committee or its appointed officials shall not be held responsible for any injury or death to any player or official during his/her participation in the 24th TIG or as a result of his/her participation in the 24th TIG.

All officials and participants are advised to arrange for their individual / group insurance and medical coverage.

18. BOARD OF APPEAL

Composition

· The Chairman who shall be the Head of the Sports & Recreation Centre of National University of Singapore or his deputy.

· One member from the Organising Committee.

· One member from each of the participating universities.

· One member from the local National Sports Association of the Sport under appeal.
The Board of Appeal shall have a quorum of 5 and the Chairman the casting vote if necessary.

19. DISCIPLINARY BOARD

Composition

· The Chairman who shall be the Chairman of the Organising Committee.

· The President or his nominee of the National University of Singapore Students’ Sports Club.

· One member from each of the participating universities.

· One member from the relevant local National Sports Association.
The Disciplinary Board shall have a quorum of 5 and the Chairman the casting vote.
Guidelines for the Disciplinary Board

Players
Players who are given warnings in 2 consecutive games shall be automatically suspended for the Games.

Players who are sent off by the empire/referee because of misconduct shall be required to appear before the Disciplinary Board within 24 hours after the close of the match in question.

A penalty in the form of suspension for a fixed number of matches shall be imposed on any player who had been sent off and subsequently found guilty by the Board, in accordance with the following schedule:

	Suspension

	· Dangerous play without actually causing injury to the other player or players.


	1 match

	· Dangerous play actually causing injury to another player or players.


	1 to 2 matches

	· Use of insulting language towards any other player or players.


	1 match

	· Acts aimed at inflicting pain on other players or the referee / umpire.


	2 matches

	· Disobedience or impoliteness towards the referee / umpire.


	1 to 2 matches

	· Use of insulting language towards the referee/umpire.


	2 matches


The suspension shall be effective from the time of the Board meeting and shall apply to the game(s) following the match in which the offence is committed.

If the seriousness of the offence warrants, the Board will consider informing any of the following bodies of the name of the offender.

i. The administration of the offender’s university.

ii. The relevant sports controlling body in the offender’s country.

iii. The international controlling body of the game in question.

20. MATTERS UNPROVIDED FOR

All matters concerning the running of the competition not provided for in these Rules shall be dealt with by the Organising Committee whose decisions are final.
