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TABLE TENNIS
Rules & Regulations

1. LAWS OF THE GAME 
The competition shall be conducted in accordance with the existing laws of the game as approved by the International Table Tennis Federation (ITTF) and adopted by the Singapore Table Tennis Association (STTA) and the general rules and regulations of Triennial Intervarsity Games (TIG).

2. PLAYER ELIGIBILITY
All players and team managers participating in this competition must be matriculated students or staff of their respective universities. Students are reminded to bring along matriculation cards or any other form of identification which certify their eligibility. Failure to do so would disqualify the player.  
3. REGISTRATION OF PLAYERS
(a) Each University may register a minimum of 3 and a maximum of 12 players. Each University may send a maximum of 4 teams (2 men’s team and 2 women’s team).
(b) Registration must be finalized before the commencement of the competition. No substitutions or additions will be permitted after the commencement of the competition.
4. COMPETITION RULES
(a) Competition Format

For 5 and less participating teams, a single round robin format will be played. In the event of 6 and more participating teams, a preliminary group round robin format will be played. The top 2 teams from each group will proceed on to the final knockout rounds.

(b) Match Format
Each match shall consist of the best of 5 sets with each set played to 11 points and the order of play is as follows:

(c) League Points
2 league points shall be awarded to the winner of each match and no point for the loser. Should there be a tie in league points between 2 teams, the winner of the match between these 2 teams will be awarded the higher placing. Should more than 2 teams have equal league points, the position of these teams shall be established in the following order:

i) The team with the highest number of wins against the other teams in the tie
ii) The team with the highest set score points


5. ATTIRE
Teams are advised to come in their respective university team attires. Proper indoor sports shoes are required. No orange (>10%) attire (both top and bottom) is allowed since orange competition balls are the official balls to be used.
6. ALTERATIONS AND AMENDMENTS
The Organising Committee of the competition reserves the right to change or alter these Rules and Regulations given any unusual or extra-ordinary circumstances at its discretion and will inform all teams of any amendments accordingly.
