Tennis
Rules & Regulations

(a) LAWS OF THE GAME

The competition shall be conducted in accordance with the existing laws of the game as approved by the International Tennis Federation.

(b) PLAYER ELIGIBILITY

All players and team managers participating in this competition must be matriculated students or staff of their respective universities. Students are reminded to bring along matriculation cards or any other form of identification which certify their eligibility. Failure to do so would disqualify the player.  
3. REPRESENTATION

Each University may be represented by a maximum of 10 men and 10 women.

4. COMPETITION RULES

(a) Each tie shall be the best of 1 Men’s Singles, 1 Women’s Singles, and 1 Men’s Doubles, 1 Women’s Doubles and 3 Mixed Doubles matches.

(b) In each tie, the Men’s Singles player and the Women’s Singles player may also play in one Mixed Doubles match only.
(c) If a player’s / team’s opponents are not on the court within 15 minutes of the scheduled time of play, he/she/team will be awarded a walkover.

(d) The *No-Ad Scoring System will be implemented in this tournament.

(e) Each match shall be decided by best of 3 sets.

(f) In the event of cancellation due to weather, the game will continue after the rain stops. If necessary the game will continue the next day. 

(g) 3 league points will be awarded to the winner of a tie, no points to the other team.

(h) The team with the highest league points will be declared the champion team.

(i) If there is a tie in league points between 2 teams, the winner of the tie between these 2 teams will be awarded the higher placing. If more than 2 teams have equal league points, the positions will be established by considering the difference of:

i)
matches for and against amongst the teams concerned & if still tied
ii)
sets for and against amongst the teams concerned & if still tied
iii)
games for and against

If the tie persists, the same comparisons shall be made considering all ties played.

*No-Ad Scoring System: If both players have won three points, the score is called deuce; one deciding point shall then be played whereby the receiver shall choose whether he/she wishes to receive the service from the right half of the court or the left half of the court. The player who wins this deciding point wins the game.
5. APPEALS

All appeals are to be made with the presiding tournament director no later than the end of the match concerned.
